Keypad lets you enter numbers, letters, and characters, and
navigate within menus. Press and hold keys 2-9 for speed
dialing.

END/POWERKey lets you turn the phone on/off, end a call, or
return to standby mode. While in the main menu, it returns
the phone to standby mode and cancels your input. When you
receive an incoming call, press to enter silent mode and mute
the ringer.

BACKKey lets you display the previous page or clear characters
from the screen.

Softkey (right) lets you select the menu corresponding to the
bottom right line on the Main LCD.

Speaker lets you hear different ringers and sounds. You can
mute the ringer when receiving incoming calls by pressing
ap, , or any of the side keys. The speaker also lets you
hear the caller’s voice in speakerphone mode.

Turning Your Phone ON and OFF

Turning Your Phone ON

Once your phone is ON, it displays “Looking for service...”
which indicates that your phone is searching for a signal. When
your phone finds a signal, it automatically enters standby mode.
At this point, you are ready to begin making and receiving calls.

If your phone is unable to find a signal after 15 minutes of
searching, a Power Save feature is automatically activated.
When a signal is found, your phone automatically returns to
standby mode.

In Power Save mode, your phone searches for a signal
periodically without your intervention. You can also initiate a
search for service by pressing any key (when your phone is
turned ON).

Tip: The Power Save feature helps to save your battery power when you
are in an area where there is no signal.

Turning Your Phone OFF

» Press and hold for two seconds until you see the
powering down animation on the display screen.

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off (unless the
battery is charging).



Using the Battery

Installing the Battery

1. Insert the battery into the opening on the back of the phone
ata 45-degree angle, making sure to line up the gold contacts.
Gently press down until the battery snaps into place.

2. Install the protective cover by lining up the tabs at a 45-degree
angle, and gently press down until the cover snaps into place.

Removing the Battery

Warning! Do not handle a damaged or leaking Li-lon battery as you can
be burned.

1. Make sure the power is off so that you don’t lose any stored
numbers or messages. Remove the protective cover by
pressing the release latch and pulling up on the back of
the cover.

2. Use your thumbnail to lift and then remove the battery as
indicated in the diagram.




Charging the Battery

Your phone comes with a rechargeable battery. You should
charge the battery as soon as possible so you can begin using
your phone.

Keeping track of your battery’s charge is important. If your
battery level becomes too low, your phone automatically turns
off and you will lose all the information you were just working
on. For a quick check of your phone’s battery level, glance at the
battery charge indicator located in the upper-right corner of
your phone’s display screen. If the battery charge is getting too
low, the battery icon{_]appears and the phone displays a
warning message.

Always use an approved travel charger or vehicle power adapter
to charge your battery.

Warning! Using the wrong battery charger could cause damage to your
phone and void the warranty.

Note: Long backlight settings, searching for service, vibrate mode, and
browser use affect the battery’s talk and standby times.

Using the Travel Charger
1. Plug the travel charger into a wall outlet.

2. Plug the other end of the travel charger into the phone’s
charger jack (with the battery installed).

12. Using Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range communications technology that
allows you to connect wirelessly to a number of Bluetooth
devices, such as headsets, hands-free car kits, and Bluetooth
enabled handhelds, PCs, and wireless phones. The Bluetooth
communication range is usually up to approximately 10 meters
(30 feet).

Accessing the Bluetooth Menu
To access the Bluetooth menu:
1. Press {2y to access the main menu.
2. Select Settings.
3. Select Bluetooth.

Turning Bluetooth On and Off

By default, your phone’s Bluetooth feature is turned off. Turning
Bluetooth on makes your phone “available” to other in-range
Bluetooth devices. To make your phone visible to other devices
you must also set your phone’s visibility to other than Hidden.
(See page 119.)

To turn Bluetooth on:

1. From the Bluetooth menu display, select Enable/Disable.
2. Select Enable to enable Bluetooth.

To turn Bluetooth off:

1. From the Bluetooth menu display, select Enable/Disable.

2. Select Disable to disable Bluetooth.

Note: Enabling the Bluetooth settings affect the battery’s talk and
standby times.
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Bluetooth Status Indicators

The following icons show your Bluetooth connection status at a
glance:

» i - Bluetooth feature is active. It turns to green when
connected to a Bluetooth device.

> E@ - Your phone is discoverable by another Bluetooth device.

» 4% - Your phone is communicating with a Bluetooth device.

Using the Bluetooth Settings Menu

The Bluetooth Settings menu allows you to set up many of the
characteristics of your phone’s Bluetooth service, including:

» Entering or changing the name your phone uses for Bluetooth
communication

> Setting your phone’s visibility (or “discoverability”) for other
Bluetooth devices

» Displaying your phone’s Bluetooth device address

To access the Bluetooth Settings menu:

» From the Bluetooth menu display, use the navigation key to
select Enable/Disable, Visibility, Voice Priority, Permissions,
My Device Name, or My Device Info.

Bluetooth Settings: My Bluetooth Name

The My Device Name section of the Bluetooth Settings menu
allows you to select a Bluetooth name for your phone. Your
phone’s Bluetooth name will appear to other in-range Bluetooth
devices, depending on your Visibility settings.

To set a Bluetooth name for your phone:
1. From the Bluetooth menu display, select My Device Name.
2. Press and hold @ to clear the current name.

3. Use your keypad to enter a new name and press |3y to save
and exit.



Bluetooth Settings: My Bluetooth Information
Todisplay your phone’s Bluetooth Information:
» From the Bluetooth menu display, select My Device Info.

Bluetooth Settings: Visibility

The Visibility section of the Bluetooth Settings menu allows you
to manage your phone’s availability to other Bluetooth devices.

To configure your phone’s visibility (discoverability) to other
Bluetooth devices:

1. From the Bluetooth menu display, select Visibility.

2. Select a Visibility setting and press :

» Always Visible to allow other Bluetooth devices to detect and
identify your phone.

» Visible for 3min. to allow other Bluetooth devices to detect your
phone for 3 minutes, after which it returns to hidden mode.

» Hidden to prevent other Bluetooth devices from detecting and
identifying your phone.

Note: It is recommended that your phone is in standby mode when
receiving data from other devices via Bluetooth.
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Bluetooth Settings: Voice Priority

The Voice Priority section of the Bluetooth Settings menu allows
you to choose the default device you want to use for incoming
and outgoing calls.

To set the voice priority:
1. From the Bluetooth menu display, select Voice Priority.

2. Select Phone or Hands-free.

» Phone allows you to switch the audio between your phone
and hands-free devices.

» Hands-free allows only hands-free devices to be used.

Bluetooth Settings: Permissions

The Permissions section of the Bluetooth Settings menu allows
you to configure your phone’s accessibility to other Bluetooth
devices.

To configure your phone’s accessibility to other Bluetooth
devices:

1. From the Bluetooth menu display, select Permissions.
2. Select Hands-free, Dial-up Networking, or Object Push.
3. Select a setting and press m:

» Always Allow allows other Bluetooth devices to initiate a
connection without any confirmation.

» Ask displays a confirmation screen, from which you can
accept or deny the connection.

» NeverAllow denies the connection attempt.



Bluetooth Profiles

All the Bluetooth settings you configure are stored in your
phone’s Bluetooth user profile. Different profiles can be used for
specific Bluetooth functions.

» HeadsetProfile - This profile functions as a wireless ear jack.
‘When an incoming call is received, the ringer can be heard
through the headset. The call can then be received by pushing
abutton. While using your phone, you can use the headset
instead of the phone by pushing a button on the headset,
which has the same effect as inserting a jack into the phone.
Increase or decrease the volume by using the volume key on
the side of the phone.

» Hands-Free Profile - This profile functions as a wireless car kit.
Incoming calls ring to the hands-free headset or device. Calls
can be received by pressing a button on the headset or device.
For dialing, four functions are supported: recent call dial,
voice dial, speed dial, and number dial. Increase or decrease
the volume by using the volume key on the side of the phone.

» DUN: Dial-Up Network Profile - This profile functions as a
wireless data cable, connecting a PC or PDA to a network
through your phone.

» OPP:ObjectPush Profile - This profile uses the Generic Object
Exchange profile services to send data objects between
devices and can be used to exchange business cards (vCard).

Pairing Bluetooth Devices

Paired Devices

The Bluetooth pairing process allows you to establish trusted
connections between your phone and another Bluetooth
device. When devices are paired, a passcode (PIN Code) is
shared between devices, allowing for fast, secure connections
while bypassing the discovery and authentication process.

To pair your phone with another Bluetooth device:
1. Press {4y to access the main menu.

2. Select Tools.

3. Select Bluetooth.

4. Select <Add New>.

. Select Search. (Your phone will display a list of discovered
in-range Bluetooth devices.)

6. Select the device you wish to pair with and press .
7. Select Addto Trusted.

8. Enter the passcode and press @ (When the owner of the
other device enters the same code, the pairing is complete.)

Note: Due to different specifications and features of other Bluetooth-
compatible devices, display and operations may be different, and
functions such as transfer or exchange may not be possible.

Waiting for Request

If you are going to be using a Dial-Up Network (DUN) profile to
pair with a PC or PDA, you will need to allow the other device to
initiate pairing with your phone.

To allow your phone to be paired with another Bluetooth device:
1. Follow steps 1-4 above.
2. Select WaitforRequest.

3. Follow the onscreen prompts to enter your passcode and
press .



Using the Trusted Devices Options

Once you have created paired devices, several options are
available from the trusted devices list.

To use the trusted devices options:

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14. Safety Guidelines

Maintaining Your Phone’s Peak Performance

> Avoid exposing your phone and accessories to rain or liquid
spills. If your phone does get wet, turn the power off and
immediately remove the battery.

» To maximize performance, do not touch the bottom portion
of your phone where the internal antenna is located while
using the phone.

Using Your Phone While Driving

Talking on your phone while driving (or operating the phone

without a hands-free device) is prohibited in some jurisdictions.

Laws vary as to specific restrictions.

» Let the person you are speaking to know you are driving; if
necessary, suspend the call in heavy traffic or hazardous
weather conditions.

» Do not take notes or look up phone numbers while driving.

Following Safety Guidelines

To operate your phone safely and efficiently, always follow any
special regulations in a given area. Turn your phone off in areas
where use is forbidden or when it may cause interference or
danger.
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Using Your Phone Near Other Electronic Devices

Most modern electronic equipment is shielded from
radiofrequency (RF) signals. However, RF signals from wireless
phones may affect inadequately shielded electronic equipment.

RF signals may affect improperly installed or inadequately
shielded electronic operating systems and/or entertainment
systems in motor vehicles. Check with the manufacturer or their
representative to determine if these systems are adequately
shielded from external RF signals. Also check with the
manufacturer regarding any equipment that has been added to
your vehicle.

Consult the manufacturer of any personal medical devices, such
as pacemakers and hearing aids, to determine if they are
adequately shielded from external RF signals.

Note: Always turn off the phone in health care facilities and request
permission before using the phone near medical equipment.

Turning Off Your Phone Before Flying

Turn off your phone or set your phone to Airplane mode before
boarding any aircraft. To prevent possible interference with
aircraft systems, Transport Canada regulations require you to
have permission from a crew member to use your phone while
the plane is on the ground.



Turning Off Your Phone in Dangerous Areas

To avoid interfering with blasting operations, turn your phone
off when in a blasting area or in other areas with signs indicating
two-way radios should be turned off. Construction crews often
use remote-control RF devices to set off explosives.

Turn your phone off when you’re in any area that has a
potentially explosive atmosphere. Although it’s rare, your
phone and accessories could generate sparks. Sparks can cause
an explosion or fire, resulting in bodily injury or even death.
These areas are often, but not always, clearly marked. They
include:

» Any area where it is very humid and with inflammables.
» Fueling areas such as gas stations.

» Below deck on boats.

» Fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities.

> Areas where the air contains chemicals or particles such as
grain, dust, or metal powders.

» Any other area where you would normally be advised to turn
off your vehicle’s engine.

Note: Never transport or store flammable gas, liquid or explosives in the
compartment of your vehicle that contains your phone or accessories.
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Restricting Children’s Accessto Your Phone

Your phone is not a toy. Do not allow children to play with it as
they could hurt themselves and others, damage the phone or
make calls that increase your telephone bill.

Protecting Your Battery
The guidelines listed below help you get the most out of your
battery’s performance.

» Use only approved batteries and chargers. These chargers are
designed to maximize battery life. Using other batteries or
chargers voids your warranty and may cause damage.

» In order to avoid damage, charge the battery only in
temperatures that range from 0° C to 45° C (32°F to 113°F).

» Don’t store the battery in a high humidity environment.

» Don’tuse the battery charger in direct sunlight or in high
humidity areas, such as the bathroom.

Never dispose of the battery by incineration.

>

» Keep the metal contacts on top of the battery clean.

» Don’tattempt to disassemble or short-circuit the battery.
>

Don’t store the battery in high temperature areas for long
periods of time. It’s best to follow these storage rules:

Less than one month:
-20°Ct0 60° C (-4°Fto 140°F)

More than one month:
20°Cto45°C(-4°Fto 113°F)
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Disposal of Lithium lon (Li-lon) Batteries

For safe disposal options of your Li-Ion batteries, please ensure
that disposal of this in accordance with law and regulation.

» Do not dispose of the battery in fire; the cell may explode.

» Do not open or puncture the battery; the released electrolyte
is corrosive and may cause damage to the eyes and skin.

Special Note: Be sure to dispose of your battery properly. In some
areas, the disposal of batteries in household or business trash
may be prohibited.

Note: For safety, do not handle a damaged or leaking Li-lon battery.

Cautions

Any changes or modifications to your phone not expressly
approved in this document could void your warranty for this
equipment and void your authority to operate this equipment.
Only use approved batteries, antennas and chargers. The use of
any unauthorized accessories may be dangerous and void the
phone warranty if said accessories cause damage or a defect to
the phone.

Although your phone is quite sturdy; it is a complex piece of
equipment and can be broken. Avoid dropping, hitting, bending
or sitting on it.
