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How to use your belt clip

Please Note

The handset will only fit one way into the belt clip. It clips in gently and does not need to be
forced. The screen faces inwards to provide protection and to prevent the screen getting
scratched. Do not force the handset the wrong way into the clip as this will mark the handset
casing.

How to insert your phone into the belt clip
Hold the handset upright with the screen facing the inside of the belt clip.
Insert the bottom of the handset into the bottom of the belt clip.

Gently push the handset in towards the top clip to secure the handset.

How to remove your phone from the belt clip
Gently push the top lever towards the back of the belt clip.

To get maximum call quality and
coverage you should extend the antenna whenever
you make or receive a call. If you do extend the
antenna, you should pull it out to its full extent. The

antenna should not be left in the half way position

during a call as call quality may be affected. /

Note on the Antenna Design:

The antenna is designed with a small insulating frame on
the front of the antenna stub mounting. This moulding
improves the signal strength of the antenna while

reducing the radiation towards the user.

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1. Getting Started

1.1 Install the (U)SIM Card

The (U)SIM card (Universal Subscriber Interface Module) is the small plastic chip with gold
contacts supplied by Telstra. This contains your phone number and acts as a store for your
contacts. It can be moved between different phones if required. Insert this face down into the
carrier inside the back panel of the phone. Make sure it is pushed all the way down as shown

below:
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1.2 Insert the Battery

Insert the battery carefully with the contacts located against the gold springs in the handset.
The battery will only fit one way.

Close the case by locating the plastic cover into the grooves and sliding the cover up to
close it. Do NOT force the cover down by pressing on it. This will damage the cover. Slide the
cover up gently.

1.3 Switch the Phone on and Connect the Charger

Press and hold the [_’_j key for two seconds to switch your phone on. The phone takes
about 20 seconds to initialize. Enter the PIN number supplied by Telstra with your (U)SIM
card. The start up screen below is referred to throughout the manual as the Idle Screen:

Charge Your Phone

e Open the charger port on the bottom of the handset and rotate the rubber cover to one
side.

e Insert the charger lead carefully with the plug arrow facing the top of the handset

e The plug only fits one way. Do NOT use excessive force to insert the plug

e Check the plug is the right way round and lined up correctly and insert it gently.

e You can also charge your phone by connecting it to your PC using the USB data lead
supplied. Please see the Advanced Section for more details on PC applications.

1.4 Charging and Battery Life

e Only use the charger supplied.

e Normal charge time is 4-5 hours.

e When not using the phone for a long period, remove the battery and store it in a cool dry
place.

e Do not leave the phone connected to the charger for more than 24 hours..

o |[f the battery is not fully charged after 8 hours please stop charging.

e Charge the battery between 0°C~50°C. If the temperature of the handset is too high,
switch it off and let it cool.

e Battery life can be maximized by regularly allowing the phone to fully discharge before
recharging the battery.

e Charge the battery promptly when flat.

e Under poor network conditions (less than 2 bars) it is normal for the battery to only last 1
day.

e To maximize battery life, turn off Bluetooth and reduce the back lighting to 10 seconds
(see Section 1.14 - ‘Personalise your Phone’).

e You can charge the phone in the ON or OFF state. In the OFF state you will see the
Charging Battery animation. Remember to switch your phone ON after charging by
holding the D key for 2 seconds.

1.6 Enter Your Contacts

There are several methods available to enter contacts into your phone. The Getting Started
Section deals with adding your contacts manually and copying contacts from a previous
(U)SIM card. See the Advanced Section for adding contacts from your PC and importing
contacts from Microsoft Outlook. All contacts can be stored in Groups for easy
management.

Adding Your Contacts Manually

At the Idle Screen enter the phone number on the keypad and then press the Left Select
Key to Save.

Press the OK Key to Create New Contact.

Add the persons name using the abc keys (see notes on entering text in section 1.13).
Press the OK Key to Save.

You can use the arrow keys to change the Contact type and Saving Location

Copy Contacts from a previous (U)SIM Card

Insert your old (U)SIM card. Switch the phone on and press the Down Arrow Key to
enter Contacts

Press the Right Arrow key once for (U)SIM to show the list of Contacts from your old
(U)SIM card.

Press Options, More, Copy all to phone, press OK to Select and then press Yes to
confirm.
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Add a Contact from a Received or Dialled Call Number
You can save a new contact from an incoming or dialled call number:

e Pressthe key to bring up your All calls list.

e The last call will be at the top of the list.

e Press the Right Select Key to Save the number.

e Enter the contact name, select the saving location and press the OK Key to Save.

Add a Contact from a Received SMS (Text Message)

You can save a Contact from a received SMS:

e Press the OK Key and access your Messages Menu, and then go to your Inbox

e View the required message and select Options. Press Use highlight object to save the
number.

e Choose New Contact to create a new contact from the received SMS number.

Searching Contacts

You can search your contacts by pressing the letter keys that correspond to your contact

name.

e Press OK Key and access Contacts menu (or press the Down Arrow Key)

e From the contacts list press the initial letter key to bring up the contacts associated with
that letter.

1.7 Edit Your Contacts to Change Ringtones and
Groups

Once you have added some contacts you can edit them to change the Group and to set a
personalised Ring Tone.

e Contacts are normally stored in the default Group, Unclassified.

e You can move your contacts into other Groups: Mates, Family, Friends, Work, and VIP.

e Regardless of Group, all your contacts are displayed under All records.

e From the Idle Screen go to your Contacts list by pressing the OK Key—Contacts or just
press the Down Arrow Key.

e Use the arrow keys to search and press OK to View the required Contact.

e Press OK to Edit the Contact.

e When you are in Edit mode you can assign a specific Group and change the Ringtone.

e Use the Down Arrow key to navigate through the menu.

e Use the Right Select Key to Modify the incoming Ringtone.

e Use the Left or Right Arrow keys to change Groups.

e Changing the Ringtone to a personalised tune will let you recognise key callers instantly

by their unique tune.
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1.8 Set Speed Dials

Once you have entered some contacts you can assign speed dial keys to your chosen
contacts:

Press OK Key and enter the Contacts menu.

Use the Arrow Keys to scroll to the contact you wish to assign a Speed Dial Number.
Press the Left Select Key for Options.

Press 3 or scroll down to item 3 to Set speed dial.

Assign your chosen contact to the next available number (1, 2 and 3 are preset and
cannot be changed).

Press the OK Key to Setup the speed dial (or to Cancel an existing speed dial).

Press the D key to exit when finished or the Back Key to choose another contact.

Make a Call Using Speed Dial

From the Idle Screen press and hold the required Speed Dial Key to make a call to that
contact.
E.g. Along press on the 1 key will automatically dial your voicemail number.

End call: End the current call.

Record: Record the current call. The audio file will save to Tools-File Manager-Audios-My
Audios.

DTMF Off/On: Enable or disable sending DTMF tones. Default is ON.

New Text Message: Send a new message during a call.

Contacts: Switch to Contacts during a call.
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1.10 Receive a Call

When you receive an incoming voice call, the ring tone, illumination and vibrate function will activate

(depending on your current profile setting).

Extend the antenna completely to get maximum coverage and call
quality.

Press the :, key or the OK key to answer.

Press the Right Select Key or the D to reject the call

Press any other key to mute the incoming call (The ring is muted but the call is not
answered)

When an incoming call has been muted you can press the ! key or the OK key to

answer.

Notes:

When the headset is connected pressing the headset switch will answer the call.

Always extend the antenna fully. If it is half extended call quality will be compromised.

When you mute an incoming call it remains in the ringing state at both ends. This is useful
in meetings etc. so you can view the caller details before deciding whether to answer the
call. If you hang up the other party will know you have rejected the call but if you mute the
incoming ring you can let the call ring out without answering.

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1.12 Emergency Calls

Extend the antenna completely to get maximum coverage and quality.

To make an emergency call during normal use
1 Ensure that your handset is switched on and in service.

2 Press the D key repeatedly to clear the display and return to the Idle Screen.
3 Enter thexgmergency number for your present location using the keypad, (eg 000)

Press (™ key to call the number. Follow instructions received and do not end the call

until told to do so.

To make an emergency call without a (U)SIM Card B
When the (U)SIM card is not inserted, enter the emergency number and press Q] or
the [:] OK Key to make the call.

Notes

o Tell the operator which service you require. Give your position and remain stationary with
the antenna fully extended to get the best coverage.

e Due to the nature of the cellular system, the connection of emergency calls cannot be
guaranteed.

e Never rely solely on any wireless device for essential communications like medical
emergencies.
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1.13 Notes on Text Modes, Predictive Text and
Special Characters

e Your current text mode is indicated by En (predictive text), 123, ABC or abc displayed
directly beneath the battery symbol.

e Use the # key to switch between different text modes En, 123, ABC and abc.

e In ABC or abc mode press the key with the required letter once for the first letter, twice for
the second letter etc.

e Press and hold the key to enter the corresponding number.

e To insert a space press the “0” key. To delete letters press the Clear key.

o [f the next letter is on the same key, wait until the cursor appears or press the Right arrow
key to move the cursor on.

e Press the 1 key for common punctuation marks when in text modes

e Press the * key for special characters.

e Predictive text (En) is based on a built-in dictionary and generates words from the
combination of letters pressed.

e In En mode press the letter keys once for each letter. For example to write “set”, press
738.

¢ In En mode when you finish writing the word and it is correct, press OK to confirm

o |f the word is not correct use the * key to toggle between different available words and
press OK to confirm or use My Words to add your own words to the dictionary

e In text input modes (eg SMS, MMS and E-Mail) you can add your own words to the
built-in Dictionary which is called My Words. Press the Options key to access My Words
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My Words

e From the text entry mode press the Options key and press OK for My Words
e (The first time you use My Words press OK to add a new word)

e Press Right Select Key to Add a new word then press Ok to Save it.

The underlined characters in the above chart are Unicode Characters. This means that they
are not part of the standard SMS character set and they require 2 SMS characters to
transmit them. Normal SMS message length is 160 characters. If you exceed this the
message will be sent by 2 SMS Messages. If you use any of the underlined characters in
your message the message length is limited to 70 characters. If you exceed 70 characters
then the message will be sent using 2 SMS messages.
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1.14 Personalise Your Phone

There are many ways to change the look and feel of your handset such as changing the
background screen (wallpaper) and choosing your own ring tone etc. Advanced options such
as downloading your own music and picture files are dealt with in the Advanced Section of
the manual and generally require a PC. Advanced users will be able to explore the menus
and set their preferred options as all the menus are intuitive and self explanatory.

Change the Background Screen (Wallpaper)

From the Idle Screen press the OK Key for the Main Menu.

Press the Down Arrow then the Left Arrow for Settings, press the OK Key.

Press OK Key to select Wallpaper. This opens the File Manager area of the phone.
Press OK Key to open the Photos folder, scroll down and press OK to open the
Wallpapers folder.

Choose a background screen from the available list and press Setting to confirm.

Once you have your own pictures saved on the phone you can select these from the My
Pictures folder, see the Advanced Section for more details.
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Change your Ringtone

From the Idle Screen press the OK Key for the Main Menu.

Press the Down Arrow then the Left Arrow for Settings, press OK.

Press the Right Arrow key twice to get to Profiles.

Press the Right Select Key to Edit your current profile.

Press the OK Key to modify the Ringtone.

Browse to Audios, Ring to see the available built in tones.

In the advanced section you can download and choose your own music files as the
ringtone.

Lock the Handset

From the idle screen press and hold the * key then press the Right Select Key to lock the
handset. To unlock press the * key followed by the Right Select Key.

Switch on Vibrate Mode - Long press the # Key to enable Meeting
Mode

From the Idle Screen press the OK Key for the Main Menu.

Press the Down Arrow then the Left Arrow for Settings, press the OK Key.
Press the Right Arrow key twice to get to Profiles.

Press the Right Select Key to Edit the profile.

Go to item 4 - Ring Mode and press the OK Key to modify.

Change the Screen Brightness

e Use the Up and Down arrows to set your desired level.

Mute the Handset with a Single Key Press

Change the Backlight Duration

Reducing the backlight duration to 10 seconds can improve battery life.
e From the Idle Screen press the OK Key for the Main Menu.

e Press the Down Arrow then the Left Arrow for Settings, press OK.
e Go toitem 2 for Backlight duration.

e Set the desired time out for the backlight.
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Set the Owner name

The owner name is displayed on the Idle Screen.

e From the Idle Screen press the OK Key for the Main Menu.

e Press the Down Arrow then the Left Arrow for Settings, press OK.
e Go to 4) for Owner name.

e Type your name and press the OK Key to save.

Set the Greeting

The Greeting is displayed when you switch on the handset.

e From the Idle Screen press the OK Key for the Main Menu.

e Press the Down Arrow then the Left Arrow for Settings, press OK.
e Go to 5) for Greeting.

e Type your name or message and press the OK Key to save.

Disable or change the PIN Number

e From the idle screen press the OK key for the Main Menu.

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Notes on PIN Codes

e PIN Code 1 is provided by Telstra.

e PIN2 Code is an additional PIN associated with your (U)SIM card and is not normally
used.

e Handset Lock is an additional PIN code used when you switch on the phone.

o If you forget your Handset Lock code your handset will need to repair and you will lose
your content. It cannot be reset after it is locked.

Fixed dial numbers and FDN list:
This function requires set-up and support from Telstra. If FDN is enabled on the (U)SIM card then
only the phone numbers listed in the FDN list can be called.

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2.8 Connect to a Bluetooth Device

Your mobile includes Bluetooth which can be used to connect your handset to wireless
headsets and hands free car kits. You can also transfer files between your phone and other
Bluetooth devices such as another phone or a laptop.

Not all applications or devices can be supported as Bluetooth is an open forum and different
manufacturers adopt different standards and implementation. As a guide we support
Bluetooth 1.2 with Headset Profiles, Serial Port Profile, OBEX and Advanced Audio
Distribution Profile(A2DP), which supports stereo audio transmission. We also support FTP
for file transfer to a PC or to another device.

All manufacturers use different methods of implementation so it is best to consult your
device manufacturer for compatibility and connection issues.

Please follow the process carefully as it can seem tricky to connect to a Bluetooth device
first time around.

Once you have paired up and connected to a device the process becomes more automatic.
