











Email

From the home screen, tap "~ .You can receive and send emails from your
webmail or other accounts using POP3 or IMAR or access your Exchange
ActiveSync account for your corporate email needs.

Setting up the first email account

1. When you open Email for the first time, enter your email address and
password.

2. Tap Next to let the phone retrieve the network parameters automatically.

Note: You can also enter these details manually by tapping Manual setup
or when automatic setup fails.

3. Follow the on-screen instructions fo finish the setup.

Your phone will show the inbox of the email account and start fo download
email messages.

Checking your emails

Your phone can automatically check for new emails af the interval you set
when setting up the account.

You can also check new emails manually by fapping in any of the emaiil
account’s boxes.Tap Load more messages at the botfom of the email list fo
download earlier messages.

Responding to an email

You can reply to or forward a message that you receive. You can also delete
messages and manage them in other ways.
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Replying to or forwarding an email

1. Open the email you want to reply to or forward.

2. Choose from the following:
+ To reply fo the sender, tfap .
+ To reply fo the sender and all recipients of the original email, fap .
+ To forward the email to someone else, tap

3. Edit your message and fap Send.

Marking an email as unread

You can return a read email to the unread state—for example, fo remind
yourself fo read it again later.You can also mark a batch of emails as unread.

* While reading a message, fap H > Mark as unread.
+ While in an email list (for instance, the Inbox), tap the checkboxes before
the messages and then tap E
Deleting an email
You can delete an email from its folder.You can also delete a batch of emails.
+ While reading a message, tap [i] > OK.

+ While in an email list (for instance, the Inbox), tap the checkboxes before
the messages and then tap [ > OK.
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Writing and sending an emaiil
1. Open your email Inbox and tap .

Note: If you have more than one email account added on the phone,
fap the sender line to select the account you want to use for sending
the message.

2. Enter a contact name or email address in the To field. Separate each
recipient with a comma.You can also tap £ to select recipients from your
contacts, contact groups, or history.

Note: Tap ﬁ > Add Cc/Bcc to send a cc or bcc to other recipients.
3. Enter the email subject and compose the email text.

4. Tap E > Attach file fo add audio files, images, videos, and other types of
files as an attachment.

5. Tap Send at the fop right of the screen o send the message.
Adding and editing email accounts

Adding an email account

After sefting up your first email account (see Email - Setting up the first email
account), you can add more email accounts and manage them separately.

1. Open Email to get fo the Inbox screen.
2. Tap E > Settings and fap ADD ACCOUNT at the top right of the screen.
3. Follow the prompts to set up the account as you did with the first one.
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Editing an email account

You can change a number of setftings for an account, including how often
you check for email, how you're notified of new mails, your email signature,
and details about the servers the account uses to send and receive mail.

1. Open Email to get the Inbox screen.
2. Tap ﬁ > Settings and tap the account you want o change.
3. Make the changes and tap when you'e finished.

Changing general email settings

1. General settings apply fo all email accounts you add.
2. Open Email fo get the Inbox screen.

3. Tap [ > Settings > General.

4. Make the changes and fap when you're finished.
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Connecting to the Internet

Your phone’s impressive networking capabilities allow you to access

the Internet or your corporate network with ease.You can use default
connection settings to connect fo the Web via your mobile network or Wi-Fi.
The mobile data connection can be enabled/disabled manually. From the
home screen, tap - > Settings > Mobile networks and check or uncheck
Data enabled.

Adding a new mobile data connection

To connect to the Internet you can use the default Access Point Names (APN).
If you want to add a new APN, please contact your service provider fo get the
necessary information.

1. From the home screen, tap 7 > Settings > Mobile networks > Access
Point Names.

2. Tap [@

3. Tap each item to enter the information you received from your service
provider.

4. Tap f| > Save.
Tip: To set the APN fo default settings, tap f| > Reset fo default > Continue.

Turning on Wi-Fi

Wi-Fi is a wireless networking technology that can provide Internet access
at distances of up to 100 meters, depending on the Wi-Fi router and your
surroundings.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings.
2. Slide the Wi-Fi switch o the @) position to turn on Wi-Fi.
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Connecting to a Wi-Fi network

1. From the home screen, fap - > Settings > Wi-Fi.The Wi-Fi access points, or
“hotspots,” that your phone has detected are displayed with their names
and security settings.

2. Tap an access point to connect to it. If security features are implemented,
you'll need to enter a password.

Note: Your phone automatically connects fo previously used Wi-Fi networks
when they are in range.

Tip: To connect to a Wi-Fi router that supports WPS, tap [] on the phone’s Wi-Fi
menu and press the WPS button on your router.

Adding a Wi-Fi network

You can add a Wi-Fi network if the network does not broadcast its name
(SSID), or to add a Wi-Fi network when you are out of range.

To connect to a secured network, you first need to get the security details from
the network’s administrator.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Wi-Fi.
2. Slide the Wi-Fi switch o the @) position.

3. Tap BB
4

. Enter the network SSID (name). If necessary, enter security or other network
configuration details.

5. Tap Save.
Checking the Wi-Fi network status

You can check the Wi-Fi network by looking at the gl icon in the status bar.
Or tap the access point that the phone is currently connected to in the Wi-Fi
screen. You can then check the network status from the pop-up window.
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Connecting to a WPS network

Wi-Fi Protected Setup (WPS) is a feature that makes it easy to add your phone
fo the access points which supply WPS.

You can use one of the following methods to connect your phone to a wireless
network using WPS.

Method one: WPS button (Recommended)
1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Wi-Fi.
2. Slide the Wi-Fi switch to the @) position.

3. Tap @

4. Press the WPS button on the wireless router and the access point will
recognize your phone and add it fo the network.

Method two: PIN number

1. From the home screen, fap = > Settings > Wi-Fi.
2. Slide the Wi-Fi switch o the @) position.

3. Tap | > WPS Pin Entry.

4. The WPS PIN number displays on the screen. Enfer the PIN number info the
access point’s setup page.

After entering the PIN number, your phone automatically finds the access

point and configures the connection.

Note: For detailed information about the WPS feature of access point, please
refer to its documentation.

Connecting to virtual private networks

Virtual private networks (VPNs) allow you to connect to the resources inside
a secured local network.VPNs are commonly deployed by corporations,
schools, and other institutions to let people access local network resources
when not on campus, or when connected fo a wireless network.
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Depending on the type of VPN you are using, you may be required fo enter
your login credentials or install security cerfificates before you can connect to
your VPN.You can get this information from your network administrator.

Adding a VPN
1. From the home screen, fap - > Settings > More... > VPN,

2. Tap Add VPN profile and fill in the information provided by your network
administrator.

Note: You need to set a lock screen PIN or password before you can use
credential storage.

3. Tap Save.
The VPN is added to the list on the VPN screen.

Connecting to a VPN

1. From the home screen, tap -

> Settings > More... > VPN.

2. Tap the VPN that you want fo connect fo.

3. When prompted, enter any requested credentials, and then tap Connect.
When you are connected, the VPN connected icon appears in the Status bar.

Modifying a VPN

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > More... > VPN,
2. Press and hold the VPN that you want to modify.

3. Tap Edit profile and edit the VPN settings you want.

4. Tap Save.
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Browsing the Internet

Use Browser to view web pages and search for information.

Using the Browser
From the home screen, tap .

Browser also opens when you tap a web link—for example, in an email or a
fext message.

Opening a web page or searching the web
1. Open the Browser app.

2. Tap the address box at the fop of the web page. If the address box isn't
visible, scroll to the fop of the web page.

3. Enter the address (URL) of a web page. Or, enter terms you want to
search for.

4. Tap a URL or search suggestion, or fap Go on the keyboard to open the
web page or search results.

Setting the home page

Your home page opens when you open a new browser fab, and when you
start Browser after restarting your phone.

1. Open the page you want fo set as your home page.
2. Tap i > Settings > Set Homepage.
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Downloading files

1. Press and hold an image or a link to a file or fo another web page.

2. In the menu that opens, tap Save image or Save link > OK.

The downloaded files are saved to your phone or the microSDHC card. You

can view or open the downloaded files by fapping - > Downloads.

Changing browser settings

You can configure a number of browser settings fo customize the way you
browse the web, including several you can use to control your privacy.

To open the browser settings screen, fap & > Settings in the web page screen.
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Using Wi-Fi Direct
Wi-Fi Direct allows Wi-Fi devices to connect to each other without the need for
wireless access points (hotspots).

Connecting to another device via Wi-Fi Direct
1. From the home screen, tap & > Settings > Wi-Fi.
2. If Wi-Fi is off, slide the Wi-Fi switch to the @I ) position.

3. Tap ﬁ > Wi-Fi Direct. Your phone will search for other devices enabled with
Wi-Fi Direct connections.

4. Tap a device name under PEER DEVICES to connect with it.The other
device will receive a Wi-Fi Direct connection prompt and need to accept
the request for connection. Both devices may need to enter a common
PIN. If prompted, tap Connect.

5. Once connected, the device is displayed as *Connected.”

Sendlng data via Wi-Fi Direct
1. Open the appropriate application and select the file or item you want
fo share.

2. Select the option for sharing via Wi-Fi Direct. The method may vary by
application and data type.

3. Tap a device the phone has connected with or wait for it to search for new
devices and tap one of them.

Receiving data via Wi-Fi Direct

When an attempt to transfer data via Wi-Fi Direct is received, you can see a
nofification in the status bar.Tap Accept to start receiving the data.

Received files are stored automatically in a dedicated folder (WiFiShare, for
instance) in the phone storage or microSDHC directory. You can access them
with the File Manager app.
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Bluetooth

Bluetooth is a short-range wireless communication technology. Phones or
other devices with Bluefooth capabilities can exchange information wirelessly
within a distance of about 32 feet (10 meters).The Bluetooth devices must be
paired before the communication is performed.

Turning Bluetooth on/off

1. From the home screen, fap = > Settings > Bluetooth.

2. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the @ ) or () position.
When Bluetooth is on, the [} icon will appear in the status bar.

Making your phone visible

In order to work with other phones or devices that have Bluefooth, you need
tfo make your phone “visible” to them.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Bluetooth.
2. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the @) position if Bluetooth is off.

3. Tap your device name on the top of the screen to make your phone
visible or invisible.

Note: Tap ﬁ > Visibility timeout to set the Bluefooth visibility timeout of
your phone.

Changing the device name
1. From the home screen, fap 7~ > Settings > Bluetooth.
2. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the @) position if Bluetooth is off.

3. Tap | > Rename phone.
4. Edit the name and tap Rename.
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Pairing with another Bluetooth device
1. From the home screen, fap 7~ > Settings > Bluetooth.
2. Slide the Bluetooth switch to the @ ) position if Bluetooth is off.

Your phone automatically scans for and displays the IDs of all available
Bluetooth devices in range. You could tap SEARCH FOR DEVICES if you
want to scan again.

3. Tap the device you want to pair with.
4. Confirm that the Bluetooth passkeys are the same between the two

devices and tap Pair. Alternately, enter a Bluetooth passkey and fap Pair.

Pairing is successfully completed when the other device accepts the
connection or the same passkey is entered.

Note: The Bluetooth passkey may be fixed for certain devices, such as
headsets and hands-free car kits. You can try entering 0000 or 1234
(the most common passkeys), or refer to the documents for that device.
Unpairing from a Bluetooth device

You can make your phone forget its pairing connection with another

Bluetooth device.To connect to the device again, you may need to enter or

confirm a passkey again.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Bluetooth and make sure
Bluefooth is turned on.

2. In the list of paired devices, tap €} beside the Bluetooth device you want to

unpair from.
3. Tap Unpair.
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Sending data via Bluetfooth

Music supports a wide variety of audio formats, so it can play music you
purchase from online stores, music you copy from your CD collection, and so on.

Viewing your music library

From the home screen, tap =~ > Music and your music library is displayed. All
your audio files are cataloged according o the information stored in the files.

Tap the tabs af the top of the screen to view your music library organized
by Songs, Playlists, Folders, Albums, Artists, or Genres.You can also fap
RECENTLY PLAYED or FAVORITE fo browse songs you recently played or you
have added as favorites.

Note: If an audio file is being played, its summary information is displayed at
the bottom of the music library screen.Tap [IB] fo open the playback screen.
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Setting a song as the default ringtone

The song will be used as the ringtone for all incoming calls, except those from
contacts to whom you have assigned special ringtones.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Music to see the music library.

2. Tap [@) next o a song in any list.

3. Tap Use as ringtone.

Tip: If the song is being played and you're in the playback screen, you can
tap | > Use as ringtone.

Working with albums

When you open Gallery, all pictures and videos on your phone are displayed
in a number of albums.

Viewing album confents
Tap an album fo view the pictures and videos it contains.

Sharing albums, pictures, or videos

1. Press and hold an item to select an album, or affer you open an album to
select a picture or a video.

2. Tap more items that you want to share.
3. Tap B4 and select how you want to share the items.
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Deleting albums

1. Press and hold an album until it is selected.
2. Tap more albums that you want to delete.
3. Tap > OK.

Working with pictures

Tap a picture in an album fo view the picture in full screen.
Tap the screen fo view the following features.

In the Video Player, you can tap [@E to play the video in a small floating
window and continue with other tasks on the phone.You can also tap ﬁ > Trim
while the video is playing in full screen fo cut a segment of the video clip and
save it as a new video file.

Making memorable memos

Sound Recorder enables you fo record voice memos and listen to them
whenever you like.

Recording a voice memo
1. From the home screen, tap - > Tools > Sound Recorder.
2. Tap @ to start recording. During recording, you can do the following:
- Tap @/@ to pause or continue the recording.
+ Tap @ to cancel the recording.
3. Tap @ to stop recording.The memo is automatically saved.
If you dont want to save the memo after recording it, tfap [iij > OK fo delete it.
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Playing a voice memo

Playing a memo you just recorded
Tap @ atf the bottom of the screen.

Playing any saved memo
1. Tap E at the top right of the screen to see all recordings.
2. Tap the title of a memo to play it.

Note: You can also tap ‘& next fo a memo to delete, rename, share, trim,
check its file information, add a tag, or set it as your phone ringtone.
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Google applications

Signing in fo your Google account lets you synchronize Gmail, calendar
events, contacts and other data between your phone and the web. And if
you don't have an account, you can easily create one.

1. From the home screen, tap - > Settings > Add account > Google.

2. Tap Existing fo sign in fo your existing account, or New to creafe a new
account.

3. Follow the on-screen steps to enfer the information about the account and
finish the setup.

Gmail

Gmail is a web-based email service that’s configured when you sign in to
your Google account. Depending on your synchronization settings, the
Gmail on your phone can be automatically synchronized with your
account on the web.

Creafing and sending an email

1. From the home screen, tap i? > Gmail.

2. Tap °

3. Enter a contact name or email address in the To field. Separate each
recipient with a comma.

4. Enter the email subject and compose the text.
5. To attach files, tap [&) > Attach file.
6. Tap g at the top right of the screen fo send the message.
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Google Calendar

From the home screen, tap 7 > Calendar to use Google Calendar, Google’s
fime management application.You can use the calendar to schedule
appointments, including meetings and other events. Your appointments

will be displayed on the screen as are scheduled.You can also synchronize
appointments to your Google account, which enables you fo manage your
schedule online on your PC.

Google Chrome

Chrome on your ZTE Sonata 2 can sync bookmarks, browsing history, and
opened tabs from your Google account so that you can maintain the same
experience across your phone, PC, tablet, and other devices.

Google+

Google+ is a social networking service offered by Google.The Google+
application on your phone enables you to manage your data, chat with
online confacts, organize them in different circles, and share your selected
information.

Note: For detailed information about Google+, open Google+ and tap ﬂ >
Help to view the online instructions.

Getlting started with Google+

Open the Google+ app and tap Home field near the top of the screen fo use
the following features:

* Home: Add a suggested person, or see posts people have shared with
you, a circle you are in, or everyone.

+ Circles: Find people to add o your Google+ circles, create new circles,
view and organize people into circles based on your relationships. You
can also follow content posted by people you find interesting.
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» Find communities: Search and join all kinds of online communities,
where people gather for the sharing and discussion of a common topic.

» Photos: View photos you uploaded, photos of you, photos from your posts
and more.

» Locations: See your friends’ locations on the map and configure your
location sharing settings.

« Events: Manage your social calendar.You can add events, invite people,
and then share photos in real time from the event.

Signing out of Google+

If you are already signed in fo the app, you can sign out by following these
steps.

1. From the home screen, tap &= > Google+.
2. Tap E > Settings and then tap your account.
3. Tap Sign out.

Google Maps

Activating location services

To use Google Maps and find your location, you must enable location
services on your phone.

1. From the home screen, fap - > Settings > Location.
2. Slide the Location switch at the fop fo turn location access on or off.

3. When location access is enabled, tap Mode to select the location sources
you want fo use.

+ High accuracy: Use GPS, Wi-Fi, and mobile networks to determine location.
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+ Battery saving: Use only Wi-Fi and mobile networks to get your
approximate location. This will drain less power from your battery than
using GPS.

+ Device only: Use GPS to pinpoint your location.

- Accelerated location: Slide the switch to turn on/off the Qualcomm®
[Zat™ hardware accelerated location feature.

Getlting your location
1. From the home screen, tap &= > Maps.
2. Tap @ at the bottom.

The map centers on a dot and an arrow that indicate your location and the
direction the phone is facing.

Searching for a location
1. From the home screen, tap &= > Maps.
2. Tap the search box on the top.

3. Enfer the address or the type of business you're looking for in the search
box. If suitable suggestions appear below the search box, fap one to
search for it.

Tip: You can also tap & beside the search box to use voice search.
4. Tap the search key on the keyboard.

5. Swipe the search result af the botfom card left or right to see other results.
You can slide the result up fo find more information about the location as
well as options for getting directions and more.
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Getlting directions to your destination

Maps can provide directions for travel by car, public transportation, foof,
or bicycle.

1. From the home screen, tap g% > Maps.

2. Tap @.

3. Select the mode of transportation and then enter a start and end point. If
your location is found, it will appear in the start point field by default.

4. Tap a suggested route to view it on the map.

You can swipe the bottom card left or right fo choose other routes. Slide the
bottom card up to see the route directions in a list.

Note: Tap @ to use Google Maps Navigation and get turn-by-turn voice
directions.

Searching for local places

Google Maps helps you find all kinds of businesses and establishments
around you.You can rate these places and get recommendations.

1. From the home screen, tap &= > Maps.

2. Navigate the map view fo the area you'd like fo explore.You can explore
nearby locations or pan the map to another location.

3. Tap the search box at the top.

4. Tap the Explore nearby card and choose one option in the new screen.
Results will appear on cards.

5. Tap a location fo see it on the map or get directions.
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You can also slide up the bottom card for more information such as the
street address, website, or street view, and options for calling, saving to your
Google Account, or sharing with others.

Note: The Explore nearby feature is not available for all areas.

Google Search

You can search for information on the Web or your phone using Google
Search, or perform certain tasks by speaking.

Searching with text

You can search for information on the Infernet or on the phone (such as
apps and contacts) by entering text.
